Temporary accommodations

International students arriving on Queen's University Campus prior to September 3rd, who
do not have their housing arranged, may be able to stay in a temporary residence room for
approximately $30.00 per night while they conduct their housing search. If you are
interested, please contact Queen's Event Services at event.services@queensu.ca __ to make a
reservation for a temporary residence room. Please note that these rooms are available only
till September 3, 2009 (September 3 is the last night available and students must move out
of their room by noon on September 4). You will need a Visa or MasterCard number to
reserve your room (if do not have one of these credit cards, please provide your Queen's
University student number). You must identify in your request that you are an international
student. There are a limited number of residence rooms available therefore we recommend
you make a reservation no later than August 25th.

If you do not make a reservation for a temporary residence room, there are a number of

motels and Bed & Breakfasts in Kingston for you to consider for your temporary
accommodation. Reservations need to be made in advance as rooms can sell out quickly
during this busy period.
